Events in Freud’s biography are discussed as contributing factors in his psychological condition—now generally referred to as the Serial Killer Profile. Miller’s scholarship puts new light on such issues as Freud’s habitual lies about his own biography, early Freud family incest, the mysteriously missing wives of Jacob Freud (his nominal “father”) and the reasons Freud and his biographers have concealed his true birth.
